Part of an unplatted tract of land located at 3500 Kirkland Avenue

beginning at the northwest corner of West 38" Street and Central Avenue,

thence some 1300 feet northwest along West 38" Street to the east line

of Chandler Place, thence some 1750 northeast along the east line of

Chandler Place, thence some 730 feet southeast to the west line of the

L&N Railroad, thence some 1850 feet southwest along said railroad to the

north line of West 38" Street, the point of beginning, being part of the

property described as Tract 1, Deed Book 1043, Page 223, ROHC. Tax

Map 155N-N-001 (part) as shown on the attached map.

AND WHEREAS, the Planning Commission held a public hearing on this petition
on January 13, 2003,

AND WHEREAS, the Planning Commission heard and considered all statements
favoring the petition,

AND WHEREAS, no one was present in opposition to the petition,

A. Planning Commission Requirements

1) The property adjacent to the area
included in the plan will not be
adversely affected.

2) The plan is consistent with the intent
and purpose of the zoning ordinance to
promote public health, safety, morals, and
general welfare.

3) The buildings will be used only for
single-family dwellings, two-family
dwellings, or multi-family dwellings, and the
usual accessory uses such as private or
storage garages, storage space, and for
community activities.

4) There is a need for this development
in the proposed location.

5) There is a reasonable assurance
that development will proceed according to
the spirit and letter of the approved plans.

Preliminary and Final Planned Unit
Development plans reviewed simultaneously

Approve as both a preliminary Planned

Unit Development plan and a Final Planned
Unit Development plan simultaneously, subject
to the following requirements:

1. Show right-of-way widths for all streets and alleys.

2. Add atable of lot areas.

3. Label the center lines of streets and alleys as such.

Show the nature of the proposed buildings on Lot 80. What are these buildings
proposed to be?

Add the seal of the engineer.
Label Hughes Avenue in the area of Lots 50 and 79 as such.

Show an acceptable street name which meets street naming criteria for the circular
street at Lot 81 between Highland Avenue and Kirkland Avenue. Crescent Park
Circle is not an acceptable name.

Show the number of parking spaces for the parking lot on Lot 80.

Indicate by an “X” the buildings on Lots 57, 58, 59, 67 and 74 which will not be built
at this time due to the existing 20’ public sanitary sewer easement.

Indicate by an “X” the buildings on Lot 81 which will not be built at this time until the
existing forcemain easement is removed.

Indicate by an “X” the buildings on Lots 24, 25 and 81 which will not be built due to
the existing 20’ T.A.W.C. Easement.

If the buildings on Lot 80 do not now exist indicate by an “X” that these buildings will
not be built until the existing 20" storm drainage easement has been removed.

Indicate the right-of-way width or deed reference for the EPB Easement along the
north side of West 37" Street.

In Note 10 change the lot numbers to 6, 7, 10-15, 17-21, 28-38, 40-55, 60-66, 68-73
and 75-77.

Because phase lines are not shown on the plan, change Note 8 to indicate that 216
dwelling units are in this development.

If there are 216 dwelling units in 39.7 acres the density is 5.44 units per acre.
Correct the density in Note 9 or change the area subdivided in Note 2.

Show that the right-of-way of Chandler Place is 25 from the center line at Lots 9
and 16.

Indicate on the plan the general uses of land use codes 111, 112, 117, 540, 548,
550, 620, 670, 685, 690, 910 and 914 shown on the plan.

The streets and buildings shown on the landscape plan are different from those
shown on the plan drawing. Change the landscape plan to have at lease the same
streets as the plan drawing. Individual building locations could be eliminated from
the landscape plan.

Add the following n “The only setbacks required are . from West 38" Street,
Chandler Place, the railroad right-of-way, and the north outer boundary of the
P.U.D. No other setbacks are required. Free standing buildings must be at least
10’ apart.”

Show the right-of-way width from the center line of Chandler Place at Lot 81.
Delete the pavement lines shown in streets. The pavement to be constructed in
streets is different from the lines shown and approval of pavement design is not part

of this P.U.D. review.

Change the 20’ Public Sanitary Sewer Easement to the pump station to 20’ Public
Sanitary Sewer Easement and Ingress/Egress Easement to the pump station.

Label Lots 39 and 79 as park or open space.

Contact the Chattanooga Technical Information Office and add street addresses per
that office.

B. Utility Requirements

Show a 15’ Power and Communication Easement along Chandler Place.

Show a 15’ Power and Communication Easement along West 38" Street in Lots 1,
22, 24 and 56.

C. Chattanooga Fire Departiment Requirements

Several fire hydrants will be required. The locations of necessary fire hydrants will
be determined by the Chattanooga Fire Department.

When the necessary fire hydrant locations have been determined, show these
locations on the P.U.D. plan.
